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Because class size is limited, applicants go through an interview process. Interviews
will be scheduled in the fall and acceptance letters mailed in December. The $250
registration fee is due by January 7. This year, students will receive an electronic version of
the 500 page Master Gardener Training, however if you prefer a paper version, there is an
additional $50 fee for the printed manual.
