Called to Order: 10:03 AM

Review and Approval of Minutes: Alan Englander moved to accept the May and June
minutes, seconded by Doris Ulman, carried.

Report of Officers:

Chairman Mike Sadowski advised that he was pleased to see that the Journal News had carried
an article on rain gardens in June. He asked about the progress on updating the Environmental
Directory and Chuck replied that only Mike had responded to the initial request for updated
information. Chuck said he planned to work on this over the summer with his interns and there
would be an updated directory by the fall.

Second Vice Chairman Jim Dean — no report
Reports of Committees:

Website Committee

Mike Sadowski noted that the map was placed on the website but he would like it top right when
you open the page. He asked for the minutes to be archived so only the last five — six minutes
are visible which will allow room for the map on top. Mike requested that a check be made to
insure all links were working with the minutes. In checking on the links to the minutes the
current minutes (which are not yet approved) will always have a date on website but no link until
the consortium approves the final draft.

Illicit Discharge Committee

Alan Englander stressed the importance of having the members answer the questions on the MS4
Questionnaire. Since everyone will eventually have an audit from DEC this is a great way to
assess how prepared you are and what further steps you need to take. Chuck suggested the use



of student interns from St. Thomas Aquinas College who are enrolled in an environmental course
to help with some of the work and said he would get the contact information if anyone was
interested in using these students. Pat Brady suggested a question number 11 be placed on the
MS4 Questionnaire that Alan developed asking “Indicate how you feel the consortium can best
assist you in compiling your program?” Mike also advised that the 2006 Manual, Section II,
Table 2.1 on page 4, “Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping Self-Assessment for
Municipal Operations™ was a good tool to use in assessing how municipalities are doing.

Technical Committee

Mike brought up the issue of pervious pavers and asked if there were any groups now allowing
some type of credit as a reward for their use. He was referring to multiple family houses in
Ramapo and if the driveway was done with pervious pavers with proper storage underneath
could there be a resulting reduction in development coverage. Pat Brady mentioned Lamont
Doherty has pavers with storage capacities and Stewart Airport had used this process for two
years with some of the less trafficked sites (not runways) and there were some issues with
plowing and salt use. Chuck mentioned that Ithaca had also been involved in this type of
development in their high end areas and there might be an opportunity to bring down a speaker
from Cornell Local Roads Program who could do a workshop on this type of development.

Financial Committee

Mike Sadowski reported that there is still $125,492.18 in unencumbered funds. He advised a
process needs to be worked out with Mary Hegarty to pay Cornell $500 for each new village
who joins the consortium. It was recommended that the villages who haven’t responded yet,
Kaser, Hillburn, Sloatsburg and New Hempstead be given a letter reminding them that this one
time offer is available for one year only. This letter should indicate that the Consortium itself
will be paying the additional $500 on their behalf and that by paying their $500 they will become
official members of the consortium that they can then claim credit for on their Stormwater
Annual Report. Doris suggested the letter mention the fact that by joining the consortium they
will be eligible for any grant monies that the consortium receives. Doris requested that Ann
Marie resend the original letter to the village of Grandview with reduced rate contract and fax a
copy of the letter to Doris so she will know it has gone out.
